Los Cerritos Wetlands
LLC Restoration and

The project would implement a
comprehensive wetlands restoration
project which will restore a privately-
owned oil field in the City of Long
Beach through creation of a wetlands
mitigation bank. The project includes
the relocation of oil operations
currently located on the Synergy Site
and City-owned property to two off-
site properties (LCWA’s OTD Parcel
and Pumpkin Patch site).

The project was approved by the LB Planning
Commission on November 30", 2017. It was
then approved by the LB City Council on
January 16™, 2018. The project is expected to
go before the California Coastal Commission
in 2018.

LCWA continues to track all other aspects of
the project including the mitigation bank and
entitlement process.

LCWLLC and the LCWA executed an
option agreement that provides for the
exchange of real property. Agreement
was signed on 9/2/16 to transfer the
LCWA APN 7237-019-809,
approximately 5.11 acres for the
LCWLLC property described as APNs
7237-017-010; 7237-017-011; 7237-
017-012; 7237-0217-013; 7237-017-
014; 7237-017-019; 7237-017-805;
7237-017-806; 7237-017-807; 7237-
017-808;7237-017-809 approximately
154 acres.

The LCWA received the option agreement
funds which will be used to hire consultants to
review technical studies.

LCWA Mitigation
Policy

Staff will require consultant services
in order to assist in the development
of the mitigation policy and currently
the FY17/18 Budget does not have
any unrestricted funds to support
authorizing a consultant contract.

The LCWA would require additional funds
from its joint partners in order to provide the
financial support for authorizing a consultant
contract for services and development of the
mitigation policy. The cost to develop the
mitigation policy would range from $50,000 to
$100,000. These cost estimates were
determined by researching various non-
profits, regulatory agencies and other local
and state agencies whom have completed
similar and comparable mitigation polices.

DWP Parcel (PCH) at
Pacific Coast Highway

This site poses significant
opportunities for enhancing public
access to the eastern side of the Los
Cerritos Wetlands area adjoining the
San Gabriel River.

Recently the LCWA was made aware the City
of Los Angeles would replace the existing
fence-line with an 8-ft tall, tight-meshed,
chain-link fence with razor wire around the
entire Haynes Cooling Channel. This fencing
project will impact over 2,000 feet of LCWA
fence line, including sections that run along
sensitive habitat at Zedler Marsh.

A Coastal Development Permits was
approved that included conditions requested
by the LCWA. DWP has not made progress
toward implementing this project on the
ground.

The Draft Environmental Impact Report was
approved by City of Long Beach Planning
Commission and Long Beach City Council
with  some changes to the document.
Buildings over 7 stories tall are not allowed on
the Marketplace Property, but can be allowed
on the other sites under certain conditions.
The plan includes a Wetlands Mitigation Fund
that will be used to offset potential impacts to
Los Cerritos Wetlands habitat. The LCWA is
named in the document as an entity that the
City will consult when developments are
proposed.

However, approval of the project's DEIR has
been stalled since the Los Cerritos Wetlands
Land Trust filed a writ of mandate to CA
Superior Court following the City Council's
decision stating the City was unlawful to
approve SEASP.

The
mitigation bank prospectus has been
reviewed by the agencies after no public
comment was received.

The EIR went before and was approved by
the Planning Commission on November 30"
2017 and the LB City Council on January 16",
2018. The EIR will go before the CA Coastal
Commission in 2018. The LCWA and BOMP
are also working with the City to make
amendments to the Local Coastal Plan.

245,000 square feet (216,000 square feet of
retail space and 29,000 square feet of
restaurant space) and 1,172 on-site parking
spaces (1,044 space three-level parking
structure and 128 surface parking spaces).
The proposed commercial structures would be
one- and two-story buildings with a maximum
height of 35 feet.

OTD Parcel

1. Gates-—
a. The entrance gate needs barbed wire installed on it. A small gap between two posts needs to be closed. The entrance
gate was compromised in past months and could be upgraded.
We recommend hiring a fence contractor. Tidal Influence staff is coordinating with fence contractors to get estimates

for this work. (See photos)

2. Trails -

a. Tree branches were found uniformly cut and gathered on the South side of the property, likely from the power
company to avoid hitting any powerlines. Cut dry branches and larger logs were left on site and pose a fire risk now.
Tidal Influence staff has cleared larger diameter logs to reduce a fire ladder being created. These logs have been
repurposed as trail lining for Stewardship Program Trails. The remaining dry branches will be cleared/dispersed in
the coming months by Tidal Influence staff.(See Photos)

b. Dry brush was observed to be cleared around power lines surrounding the site. Likely for power line fire safety.

c. Rubble from around the leasee’s work site was cleared and gathered into a pile to make the site safer to operate in.
We recommend this rubble be cleared over time. (See Photos)

3. Fences-—

a. Barbed wire needs to be replaced on the portion of the fence line that is nearest the entrance gate. We recommend
hiring a fence contractor. Tidal Influence staff is coordinating with fence contractors to get estimates for this work.
(See photos)

4. Homeless -

a. A homeless encampment now exists on site and was observed on this month’s patrol. The inhabitant has set up on the
South side of property hidden in trees/brush next to the fence line.

We recommend working with the LCWA’s homeless contractor to remediate this encampment ASAP. Tidal Influence
staff is currently working with the LCWA’s homeless contractor to create & post signs to help enforce issues like this.
(See Photos)

b. A substantial amount of trash exists on-site, with additional trash being added since last months patrol, likely from
homeless encampments. A rough path has been cleared to allow easier access for the removal of trash. Attached is a
map with the large trash pile locations. We recommend this trash be disposed of ASAP by the LCWA’s homeless
contractor and Tidal Influence staff over the coming months and on a more regular basis. Tidal Influence has cleared
a portion of this material in January and will continue this effort in the coming months. (See photos)

c. Leasee employees on site during the land patrol indicated that there were two homeless persons who regularly visited
the perimeter of the site and would dump trash. We recommend working with the LCWA’s homeless contractor and
LBPD to carry out patrols to keep the site more secure. Additionally Tidal Influence staff are coordinating with fence
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contractors to get estimates to repair and possibly upgrades sections of the current fenceline and gate entrance.
Tidal Influence staff is also currently working with the LCWA’s homeless contractor to create & post signs to help
enforce issues like this.

5. Other—

a. An Individual called and reported that someone was spraying something blue on the site and other surrounding sites.
No photos, contacts, or first-hand accounts were provided and the individual said another party informed them of the
issue in the last week of January. They also added that it was not Vector control services, even though they did not get
a contact from the person spraying.

Tidal Influence staff will look into the issue but this may prove to be difficult with little evidence to go off of.

a. Anencampment with a blue tent was observed early in the morning on the San Gabriel River levee outside of the
bicycle entrance gate, but was cleared out by the afternoon. Later in the month an encampment with a red tent was
observed at the same location but has been observed there for more than a week. (See Photos)

We recommend working with the LCWA’s homeless contractor to remediate this encampment as soon as possible.
Tidal Influence staff is currently working with the LCWA’s homeless contractor to create & post signs to help enforce
issues like this.

10. Other — Note: We recommend updating the signage at the entrance gate to reduce the amount of unapproved visitors once the

property has been acquired by the LCWA.

b. Non native vegetation has started to grow along trail routes.

Tidal Influence staff will work to keep this clear for stewardship program events/tours in the coming months.
(See Photos)

c. During the month of January a large pile of palm frond, vegetation, and tools were found dumped in the parking area
used for stewardship volunteers and attendees.

Tidal Influence staff as cleared all materials and has repurposed some as trail liner for stewardship program trails.
(See Photos)




17. Fences—

a. A number of the fence breaches have been discovered all along the Gum Grove fence line in addition to the fence
segments that were monitored earlier in the year. We recommend hiring a fence contractor. Tidal Influence staff is
coordinating with fence contractors to get estimates for this work.(See Photos)

18. Homeless — OK
19. Other —

a. Trespassers were photographed on wildlife cameras coming onto the property from the main entrance.

We recommend continuing to work with local police to maintain/increase patrols in the area to keep the site secure.
(See Photos)

20. Gates — All the locks and chains for the gates along the levee have been removed and all gates are open.
We recommend LCWA staff meeting with LA County to determine a new approach to securing this property. We recommend
that lock boxes be installed on the gates. Another possibility is replacing the gates with a stronger material to prevent future
breaches. Tidal Influence staff is also coordinating with fence contractors to get estimates for this work. Tidal Influence is also
currently working with the LCWA’s homeless contractor to create & post signs to help enforce issues like this. (See Photos)
21. Trails -
a. Golf balls were once again found on the site. Mainly contained to one area near the levee, but did make it into native
vegetation and around oil operations.
Tidal influence staff has removed all golf balls from the site and will continue to monitor this issue. (See Photos)
b. Dry branches have been observed around the sites trails. These will need to be removed.
Tidal Influence staff will work to coordinate/plan a way to disperse and remove this material from the site over the
coming months.
22. Fences—
a. The fence next to the 2™ Street access gate has been breached, making this gate ineffective. We recommend LCWA
staff meeting with LA County to determine a new approach to securing this property. (See Photos)
23. Homeless —
a. Allencampments and debris along this portion of the levee were cleared on December 19" 2017 lead by the LCWA'’s
homeless contractor.
b. Encampment #1 appears to have returned and the inhabitant was observed in the encampment on December 22" and
December 29™ during the patrol. Individual seen walking through the site. Tidal Influence Staff and the LCWA’s
Homeless contractor are working to post signage up in order to increase enforcement in this area. (See Photos)
c. Encampment #2 has been confirmed to be clear on this month’s patrol. (See Photos)

a) Native floras have started to green and bloom again with rain received in the winter months. (See Photos)

25. Fauna
a) Coyote activity has increase over the past few months. Tracks are much more prevalent all over the properties and on the
wildlife cameras. A coyote was also observed during January’s patrol. (See Photos)

1. Gates-—
a. The entrance gate needs barbed wire installed on it and the gate overall could be upgraded for site security purposes.
We recommend hiring a fence contractor. Tidal Influence staff is coordinating with fence contractors to get estimates

for this work. (See photos)

2. Trails -

a. Rubble from around the leasee’s work site was cleared and gathered into a pile to make the site safer to operate in.

We recommend removing/repurposing this rubble over time. (See Photos)
3. Fences—

a. Barbed wire needs to be replaced on the portion of the fence line that is nearest the entrance gate. We recommend
hiring a fence contractor. Tidal Influence staff is coordinating with fence contractors to get estimates for this work.
(See photos)

4. Homeless -

a. A homeless encampment now exists on site and was observed on this month’s patrol. The inhabitant has set up on the
South side of property hidden in trees/brush next to the fence line.

We recommend working with the LCWA’s homeless contractor to remediate this encampment ASAP. Tidal Influence
staff, LCWA staff, and the LCWA’s Homeless contractor have worked on creating & ordering signage to better
enforce the current trespassing issue. This signage will be printed and posted in the month of March. (See Photos)

b. A substantial amount of trash exists on-site, attached is a map indicating the locations of the largest trash pile locations
as well as areas that have been cleaned up. It was observed during the patrol that many of the trash locations were
cleaned up. Much of what remains is minor and will likely be cleaned during the clean up event hosted by the LCWA's
homeless contractor in March. We recommend the remaining trash be disposed of ASAP by the LCWA’s homeless
contractor and Tidal Influence staff over the coming months and on a more regular basis. See photos)

5. Other—

o AnIndividual called and reported that someone was spraying something blue on the site and other surrounding sites.
Little facts/observations were given to go off of but this past month it was found that what seemed to be the same
individual who sprayed on the OTD parcel also sprayed on DWP property. Tidal Influence staff will look further into
this issue.

We recommend working with the LCWA’s homeless contractor to remediate this encampment as soon as possible.
Tidal Influence staff, LCWA staff, and the LCWA’s Homeless contractor have worked on creating & ordering signage
to better enforce the current trespassing/encampment issue. This signage will be printed and posted in the month of
March.

Due to the low amount of
materials observed, this may not be an encampment.
Tidal Influence staff will continue to observe this possible encampment in the coming months. (See Photos)
d. Afew trash piles were observed in the brush near the 2" Street and Studebaker intersection.
We recommend this trash be cleaned up in the coming months either during the LCWA’s homeless contractor’s clean
up event or during regqular activities during the coming months.

Tidal influence staff will work to remove this once nesting bird season has concluded in order to protect the site from
fire danger in the future. (See Photos)

4. Homeless —
a. Avacant homeless encampment was cleared during the month of March through a volunteer clean up event hosted by
the LCWA’s homeless contractor.
Tidal Influence staff and the LCWA’s Homeless contractor will coordinate to post No Trespassing signage to help
prevent this type of activity again. (See Photos)
b. A substantial amount of trash was removed from the site through the volunteer clean up event hosted by the LCWA's
homeless contractor. Attached is a map indicating the locations of the remaining trash pile locations.
We recommend the remaining trash be disposed of by the LCWA’s homeless contractor and Tidal Influence staff over
the coming months.(See photos)

5. Other—
a. Anindividual called and reported that someone was spraying something blue on the site and other surrounding sites.
Little facts/observations were given to go off of but it was found that the same individual who sprayed on the OTD
parcel also sprays on DWP property. From the evidence found, it was determined that this spraying was an accident.
Steps will be taken to help prevent this happening in the future.

¢. Road maintenance was conducted by Signal Hill Petroleum on the dirt roads used on site. This maintenance filled in
holes in the roads. A biological monitor was present while this maintenance occurred near any sensitive habitat areas.
(See Photos)

8. Fences—0OK
9. Homeless -

a. A homeless encampment is present next to the bike trail entrance of Zedler Marsh. The inhabitant was observed yelling
aggressively in the past. This person may pose a danger to staff, pedestrians along the bike path, as well as
volunteers/visitor on LCWA property. During the month of March a second inhabitant set up a tent next to the first. A
police officer was seen trying to talk/outreach to the inhabitants but no response was observed. During the property
patrol the second inhabitant was no longer present. (See Photos)

We recommend working with the LCWA’s homeless contractor to remediate this encampment as soon as possible.
Tidal Influence staff and the LCWA’s Homeless contractor will work to post No Trespassing signage this month to
help prevent this activity in the future.

a. A number of the fence breaches have been discovered all along the Gum Grove fence line in addition to the fence
segments that were monitored earlier in the year. Tidal Influence staff will coordinate repair of these sections to
ensure site security.(See Photos)

b. A dry brush clearance compliance inspection was conducted along the property line by Tidal Influence Staff and was
determined to be in compliance with OC Fire Authority safety guidelines. (See Photos)

18. Homeless —

a. Avyoungindividual was seen on a wildlife camera trespassing on site.

Tidal Influence staff and the LCWA’s homeless contractor will work to post No Trespassing Signage along the
property line to discourage this type of activity in the future.

b. Tidal Influence staff met with the vector control entities from Los Angeles County and Orange County to discuss and

become acquainted with the practices and priorities of vector control as well as update any needs of all parties. This




meeting has helped to make vector control more effective and efficient as well as make the property manager more aware
of the activities taking place on the property. All parties have agreed to meet yearly for annual updates.

Due to the low amount of
materials observed this may not be an encampment and just a storage area.

d. A few trash piles were observed in the brush near the 2" Street and Studebaker intersection. (See Photos)
We recommend this trash be cleaned up in the coming months by the LCWA’s homeless contractor and Tidal

Influence Staff.

Nature Walks

Turtle Trek, Rapl,or Ramble, Heron Hike

Los Cerritos Wetlands Land Trust funded nature walks continue to receive attention from neighboring
communities and beyond with approximately 56 attendees between the months of February and April (Figure 1).
The Turtle Trek, Raptor Ramble, and Heron Hike not only attract a steady number of first-time visitors but also
maintain a healthy list of return guests. The annual shifts in vegetation combined with the everyday diversity in
animal activity truly make these tours a unique experience every single time. Each walk begins at the north side of
Ist Street and Pacific Coast Highway in Seal Beach at 8:00am every st Saturday of the month. Members of the public
are welcome to join in on the 3 different tours around the wetlands. For more information about each tour, please

Habitat Restoration Events

Volunteer restoration events in Los Cerritos Wetlands are consistently hosting larger and larger groups of helpful
participants with events averaging up to 54 people. Such turnouts allowed the Stewardship Program to successfully
install 516 native plants around Zedler Marsh while also removing 360 Ibs. of nonnative vegetation (Figure 2). The
Stewardship Program’s college intern-supported Crew Days resulted in the removal of 1253 Ibs. of threatening
nonnative vegetation and these newly cleared areas can now be utilized by native flora like the special status species
southern tarplant. Restoration events & Crew Days between Mid-]January and Mid-April produced 644
hours of volunteer work, contributing $15,546.16 in in-kind services. To request a restoration or

Special Events

The Stewardship Program proudly hosted several Camp Fire groups from the Long Beach area this past quarter.
Dozens of young boys and girls helped event leaders with putting native plants in the ground and water emerging
seedlings surrounding Zedler Marsh (Figure 3). The California Coastal Conservancy funded Explore the Coast
program has also been reignited in Los Cerritos Wetlands bringing children from underserved elementary schools
throughout the Long Beach area (Figure 4). Students that attend are not only provided with their first experience in
Los Cerritos Wetlands but also with some of their first experiences in the natural world. Complete with a writing
and math exercise, the Explore the Coast program offers even more to children than just an incredible outdoor
experience. This program will continue through May before the final trips are held in the end of Fall. Between Camp
Fire kids and Explore the Coast students, over two hundred young adventurers have been given the opportunity to
grow their value for Los Cerritos Wetlands.

El Dorado Audubon has been leading nature/bird walks for the Los Cerritos Wetlands
Authority since 2009. As a local chapter of the National Audubon Society, ElI Dorado
Audubon's mission is conservation of native birds and their habitats and education of
members and the community. Los Cerritos Wetlands is an Audubon Important Bird
Area. Our walks encompass the importance of wetlands and Los Cerritos in particular.
We recognize the connectivity of the wetlands with the San Gabriel River, Seal Beach
National Wildlife Refuge, EI Dorado Nature Center and other Orange Coast
Wetlands. We continue to draw community members from throughout Southern
California and visitors from Minnesota, Nevada, Oregon, Texas, and Wisconsin.

Guest speakers on our walks covered a variety of topics: Bays and Estuaries of
Southern California, Birds of the Pacific Flyway, sea turtles, butterflies, native and
non-native wildflowers.

Rough-
winged Swallow, Barn Swallow, Hooded Oriole for a total of 24 avian species.
